· [bookmark: _GoBack]Geocaching is a real-world, outdoor treasure hunting game using GPS-enabled devices, like a mobile phone. Participants navigate to a specific set of GPS coordinates and then attempt to find the ‘geocache’ or ‘cache’ (container) hidden at that specific location. There are geocaches hidden all over the world – it’s huge fun, so have a go!
