English – Stone Age Boy
Hi Children 
Linked to our topic, I introduced another text in English last week – it’s called ‘Stone Age Boy’.  
I have provided a PowerPoint version of this story.  Please can you look at the PowerPoint and then think about how Stone Age Boy might describe his adventure, if he were writing to a friend or perhaps his Grandparents, after he got home.  You should think about:
· Writing in the First Person as though you were Stone Age Boy/Stone Age Girl, so ‘I’
· Detailed descriptions with interesting vocabulary
· If you have a thesaurus, or use an online version, look up words to find more interesting synonyms
· Different sentence openers each time
· Time sequencing vocabulary, eg.  At the end of the day, The next morning….
· Vocabulary of setting, eg. Behind the fire pit, (Notice the comma after this!)
· Vocabulary of Time, eg. At sunrise, (Notice the comma after this!)
To support with this, I have enclosed a list of phrases that will hopefully be useful.  In class, we are writing this in a postcard format and I have provided a template for you to use, if you wish. In class, we have thought about which sentence openers to use (using the Fronted Adverbials list), which activities to describe and looking up vocabulary in our thesaurus (online versions available!) to find more interesting words.  You can then please write your postcard on the template provided.  If you don’t have a printer available, please just use whatever resources you may have!
