Extreme Earth – Lesson 1: Under Our Feet!
Learning Outcome: I can describe and understand key aspects of physical geography in the context of what is under the Earth’s surface. I can describe what you find underground.
Key Vocabulary: Topsoil, subsoil, bedrock, crust, mantle, outer core, inner core, magma.
This term, we will be learning all about Extreme Earth! This will include learning about some of the dramatic natural events that occur on our Earth, such as earthquakes and volcanoes.
First, however, we are going to explore the structure of the Earth – what is it made from?
