Avoiding Awkward Letters or Sound Combinations

Hyphens can be used to avoid combining letters and sounds which
could be awkward to say or write without a hyphen.

Hyphens are often used in this way to join prefixes to words when the prefix
ends and the word starts with a vowel.

Clarifying a Word Meaning

Hyphens can be used to ensure that the meaning of a word is clear. In these
examples the words could mean different things without the hyphens.
