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Top Tops
The secret to success is practising little and often. Use time wisely. Can you practise these KIRFs while walking to school or during a car journey? You don’t need to practise them all at once: perhaps you could have a fact family of the day. 
Online games- There are many games online that can help children practise their multiplication and division facts. We have a school membership for Times Tables Rock stars, which all children have access to. www.conkermaths.org is a good, free website. 
Create regular opportunities for rapid-fire questions where an instant answer is required.
Encourage children to use what they already know. E.g. the 6x table is double the 3x table. 
Chanting tables- add actions or singing for fun. Don’t forget to chant division facts too as they are often much harder to recall. 

Make it Real!
[image: ]A vending machine is broken and only takes 5p coins. How many coins do you need to pay for a bar of chocolate that costs 45p? 
9 coins!     How did you work that out?      Well, the product of 9 and 5 is 45. 
[image: ]Tom is baking some cakes. He want to put 7 smarties on each bun. If he makes 6 buns how many smarties will he need?
42 smarties! Can you explain why? Because 7 lots of 6 are 42.




A piece of ribbon measures 56cm in total. 8cm are needed to make a bow. How many bows can we make? 
7 bows! Can you prove it to me? Well there are seven eights in 56.
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Encourage children to use doubling to work out their 8x table if they already know their 4x table.
Equally, if they know their 8x table, then the 0.8x table follows the same pattern!
Make it fun!
Call out! Play Fizz Buzz. To practise the 5 and 8 times tables together, take it in turns to count in ones. If a number is in the 5x table say ‘Fizz’ instead of the number. Say ‘Buzz’ if it’s in the 8s and ‘Fizz Buzz’ if it’s in both. 
What’s hidden? Use a multiplication square. Hide some of the acts. Ask your child what is missing and how they know. 
Playing Cards Remove picture cards from the pack. Pick a card and square it or pick 2 cards and multiply them together. 
Speed Challenge Take 2 packs of playing cards and remove the kings. Turn over two cards and ask child to multiply the numbers together (ace = 1, Jack = 11, Queen = 12). How many questions can they answer correctly in 2 minutes? Practise regularly and see if they can beat their high score.                                                                                                                                                                          
Dominoes Pick a domino, add the dots together then multiply by the table they are working on. To extend to all times tables, pick two dominoes to multiply the total number of dots on each together.
