Review Graphemes –

Review Words – (write these on a piece of paper – sound button if challenging to read, spot digraphs first then blend)

New alternative sounds phase 5 – 
oa – o – go – tricky words no, go, so are now no longer tricky.

New words – 
o – most, post, open

a – paper, later, chasing 
Writing new graphemes on an A4 piece of paper practice reading and saying sounds.  Play speed flash – shuffling the cards and reading them again and then shuffling again. How quickly can you say them? Time yourself… practice beating your own time.  
Write new words on an A4 piece of paper.  Use sound buttons to identify the sounds in each word.  Identify the new sound.  Sound out and blend the new word.  
Challenge can you write the new word in a sentence? 
Tricky words: of, put, pull, full, push, sure, pure.
Challenge: Can you write a sentence with the tricky word in it. 
Literacy: 
This is our first Arctic Topic week.  
Can you research some Arctic topic words and create your own topic word mat. Draw a picture of your new word and write your new word underneath. You could look at finding different Arctic animals.  New words to learn could be – Inuit, igloo, ice.

Maths: 
We are learning to write the numerals and words to 20.  
Please learn how to write the numbers including zero to 20 and the corresponding word.  
Can you make some number cards 0-20.  Hiding them in in a bag pick one out and have a go at writing the number in words.  How many did you get correct?  
Still using the number cards can you lay them out in front of you and ask somebody to remove some numbers.  Can you identify the missing numbers? 
Have a play with the numbers between 11-20 – Can you draw a pictorial representation of each number between 11-20.  You could draw the number in a box and then draw pictures representing that number.  
Can you notice what the numbers after 12 all have in common? These are teen numbers.  Can you count them forwards and backwards? Play listen to the missing number ask somebody to say numbers from 11-20 and then miss numbers out… can you spot the teen number that was missed out?
