[image: ]½ = 0.5 = 50% 
¼ = 0.25 = 25% 
¾ = 0.75 = 75% 
1/10 = 0.1 = 10% 
3/10 = 0.3 = 30% 
1/5 = 0.2 = 20% 
3/5 = 0.6 = 60% 
1/100= 0.01 = 1%
Etc.

Children should be able to convert between decimals, fractions and percentages for ½, ¼, ¾ and any number of tenths and hundredths.
Top Tips:
· Practise little and often
· Use your time wisely
· Practise KIRFs walking to school or on a car journey
· Perhaps have a ‘fact of the day’ to practise
· Use mathematical vocabulary accurately
