If the tin is a square and one row holds 6 cupcakes then there must be 6 rows altogether and 6 squared is 36.

Our back garden is a square shape and its area is 64metres squared. 
How long is one side of the garden?
8 metres!    Are you sure?
Yes because 64 is a square number and its square root is 8.
