MATHS: As mentioned in the letter we are now going to follow the White Rose Maths home learning scheme plus a few other activities from various websites to keep their Mathematical skills going. ‘White Rose Maths Team has prepared a series of five maths lessons for each year group from Year 1-8. We will be adding five more each week for the next few weeks. Every lesson comes with a short video showing you clearly and simply how to help your child to complete the activity successfully’.

Follow the link and you will see ‘week 1’ and ‘week 2’ – I’d like to start with weeks 1 and 2 before we go onto Summer 1 because we have just started on Fractions and it’s really important the children have a good understanding of them before we move on. This will stand them in good stead for KS2.  
So starting from Mon 27th – Children need to start with Week 1 - you will see 5 different lessons to cover Mon – Fri. 
There is a video first for the children to watch and it will instruct them when to pause and do the questions, these are to be found under the ‘Get the activity’ section. All questions can be answered straight into their Green Maths books. They can then check their answers under the ‘Get the answers’ section. 
 
 Continue to start each Maths session with 5-10 minutes on the Top Marks/Hit The Button website. Hopefully you will have seen the link that I posted last week but I have included it again. Another activity they might enjoy is Numbots which they can access using their TTRS logins – please email me on the class email if you can’t find these. Children might like to go onto Numbots which is on their Times Tables Rock Stars. 
Using your login details for TTRS have a go at logging onto numbots (www. numbots.com) Please have a go at using this website. Try and aim for 3 minutes per day, 4/5 times per week. When you initially log in you choose your own ‘Bot’ before launching into ‘story’ and ‘challenge’ modes, the questions set will be based on your child’s responses and will progress or increase in difficulty at their speed and level. Both levels focus on key addition and subtraction skills. Challenge mode will be unlocked once you have reached a certain level in story mode. Statistics generated by the programme enable us to track your child’s progress so we can see how they are getting on. 
 
I have also included an activity from the NRICH website so have fun doing that together. If you don’t have access to a printer you can make number cards 1-12 on some paper and if you haven’t got dice – always seem to get lost in my house!- there are some interactive dice you could use – just follow the link. 
Finally I am going to post both Spring term 2 and Summer term 1 KIRFS for those who feel they are ready to move on. Might be an idea to spend 5 mins looking at one of the sheets and possibly alternate doing this with the Top Marks/Hit the button games just to keep the skills sharp. 
Feel free to pick and choose between the things I have suggested – there is no expectation that all will be done every day. I am just posting them this week so that you have a range of Maths activities for the future weeks.
