Summer term 1 – Week 1 20/4-24/4 
Topic: Where on Earth?! 
 
Dear Parents/carers, 
 
I hope this finds you all safe and well and enjoying the sunshine? 
 
I realise home learning can be a challenge as you may have other children, both younger and older, to support as well. (I know I’m finding Year 8 maths a challenge!)  
I hope you all enjoyed looking at the art the children did as part of our  Great Fire of London topic - I  posted them on the Dove class page- the children would’ve brought their pictures home before the holiday but couldn’t for obvious reasons. So this was a sneak preview of their work!  
GENERAL: 
I think the best way to list the work for the week is by subject and then you can decide how you want to split it up over the week. As much as they might have a favourite subject, I would recommend doing a bit every day and not letting them finish all the maths for example in two days. 
Children can work straight into, either their green Maths books, or the   blue English books. This will keep your costs down in terms of printing and paper. 
The handwriting exercises, should you wish to do them, are divided into 5  days worth and they are completed straight onto the sheet itself – (I know that some are requesting hard copies which are being arranged by the school.) Feel free to stick the writing sheets into the blue books if you wish. 
 
 MATHS: 
I have set a week’s worth of Maths lessons, as you will see we are starting on fractions this term. The children are used to the format of CPA which stands for ‘concrete, pictorial ,abstract this means encouraging them to start with objects they have at home – oranges, sweets, toy cars, lego bricks, stones etc and then use pictures of objects, shapes etc and finally the abstract as in ½ of 6 = 3 so hope that makes some sort of sense! And hopefully it will make the Maths that I've set a bit clearer.
