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Dear Parents
I am sure you will all be delighted to know that Mrs Day is now home recovering from a successful operation last week. We will of course pass on your good wishes.
Further to my letter at the end of the Christmas term, I would like to thank-you for your patience and support in setting up the new working arrangements in Year 2.
The current arrangements are as follows and are interim whilst we continue to recruit another full-time teacher to work alongside Mrs Day all week.
First thing in the morning, all children come into the main classroom and choose their lunches, say good morning to their peers and settle to a small activity at tables.
Just after 9am, we have a 20-minute phonics slot where children are taught phonics in groups according to need.
By 9.30am, the children will have split into 2 mixed ability groups for English, 1 working in class and 1 in the meeting room with me.  
Breaktime is at 10.15am for infants and assembly at 10.30.  At 10.50am the children split into 2 different groups for Maths.  Please note that these groups are fluid and children will move between them as we see fit for their best interests.
In the afternoons, the children do group reading from 1 – 1.30pm.  Groups work in the classroom, in the library area and in the meeting room to ensure they have a quiet space for reading activities.
As explained in my last letter, the children are currently coming together in the afternoon.  On a Tuesday afternoon, they work in 2 smaller groups for Science and Forest School.
