6.How many languages are spoken in Brazil?

8.Is a Guinea Pig a reptile, mammal, bird or Amphibian?
9.How long can a 3- toed sloths mane grow?

10. In 2016 Brazil held the Summer Olympics, what sport was played for the first time in 112 years?
