This week we are going to focus on our writing skills, something that you have been working on throughout Year 2 and even a bit during the Lockdown.
It would be a good idea to watch the video each day before you start the activity because sometimes you miss bits – I know I do.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Day 3: Can you write a paragraph where you describe the beautiful African plains? 
What might that mean? It means using lots of different wow words to describe the place in which the story takes place – the place where it all happens. The trees, the fruit, the rocks, the ground, the sky – watch the video again and pause it now and again and write down the different things you see.











Day 1 + 2: Can you retell the story from the Meerkat’s  point of view…so what might that mean? It means if they were going to report what had happened that day, when they were trying to get back their big juicy piece of fruit, they might exaggerate a bit but they would giving the reader all the exciting facts!  Just write how much you feel happy writing – we are all different and some feel more confident than others but have a go – you could do a rough draft first on Day 1 and then on Day 2 you can edit it and rewrite it neatly.
Remember: Full stops and capital letters, good wow words, some co- ordinating junctions (see the word mat to help you), adverbs of time ( see the word mat to help you) some exclamations and/or question marks would be great.
