Dear Robins Parents and Carers,
I hope that you have had a good week and have settled back into a home learning routine that suits you and your family. These are still uncertain times and I can appreciate that it is likely some parents/carers need to manage working from home as well as educating children! Please do what you can.
Thank you to those of you have responded with feedback and made contact. You should have received a letter this week concerning home learning and with this in mind, some decisions have been made as a school which change the previous plans slightly. We hope you can all use the Class page, other links on the school website and below to make the most of everything that is being made available!
Daily tasks include:-
Reading (school/home books). Please continue to record reading in the Record books. Hopefully your child is enjoying George’s Marvellous Medicine this week and perhaps you are sharing another book with your child/ren. If you haven’t already, please refer to the Reading Zone, which can be found on the Children tab of the school website. It has many great links to try. It is being updated regularly to include many different options to suit your needs.
Phonics/spelling (back of blue exercise book): hopefully your spelling of the days of the week has improved during the week and you have used different methods to help with tricky ones eg. Wed-nes-day! Maybe you could write these in your book each day when you use your books this week to practise them. 
This week, I would like you to focus on spellings with the ‘un’ prefix. Please write the following in the back of the blue book: 
unable, undo, unfair, unhappy, unkind, unload, unlock, unplug, unsafe, unwell. 
Then during the week, write a sentence for each word. Remember those capital letters to start and punctuation at the end. I would also like you to add to this list. How many other words can they think of or find from various sources? Challenge: I have listed them in alphabetical order. Can you recognise where other words would fit in? Can you remember how to do this? Remind them that they will need to look at the third letter initially, as the first two letters are the same. Then if the third is the same as in unload and unlock, look at the fourth letter, then possibly fifth! Maybe you could type the list and make your own Un prefix dictionary?
Remember to try and practise the new common exception words given last week at least once this week and think about handwriting style. It has been decided not to include a separate handwriting task, but look at www.teachhandwriting.co.uk (Route D. Choice 3) if you would like to continue this.

Maths KIRF: (back of green exercise book). Now we have five KIRFS which we have worked on so far in year 1, I would suggest using one each day as a starter. For example you could use NUMBOTs for the two number bonds (well done – most of you who have now registered and are using it regularly). www.conkermaths.org is an option for doubling/halving and counting in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s. Try: https://www.topmarks.co.uk/Flash.aspx?f=matchingpairstimev3 for a game on matching analogue clocks and words.
Please remember the resources included in the pack (cubes, ruler/number line, hundred square) to aid the maths.
As a school, it has been decided that White Rose Maths home learning will be used for the main maths learning. You should have already completed week 1 before Easter, so please go to Week 2:-
