Dear Robins Parents and Carers,
I hope that you have had a good Easter break, despite the current situation. Thank you to those of you have responded to the survey. One of the issues that was raised was the amount of printing, so I have taken this into account and hope that you can make more use of the Class page and the books provided. These are still uncertain times and I can appreciate that it is likely some parents/carers need to manage working from home as well as educating children! Please do what you can.
Daily tasks include:-
Reading (school/home books). Please continue to record reading in the Record books. Hopefully your child enjoyed hearing Sleeping Nasty on my video before Easter. I will begin reading a new book on Monday. If you haven’t already, please try the Ebook resources on the list provided on our website. Also look at the Scholastic Book Bingo Challenge leaflet you received for the Book Fair which might help your choice of books.
Phonics/spelling (back of blue exercise book): in year 1, children are expected to spell the days of the week, so this week please write Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, Friday, Saturday and Sunday in the back of your books and use the Look, cover, write check method to practise these each day. Each day write at least one sentence about what you did the previous day or what the weather was like eg. On Sunday I helped cook the dinner and it was sunny outside so I played on my trampoline. There is a new set of common exception words for this half term (friend, school, put, push, pull, full, house, our and his). Try to practise these at least once this week and think about handwriting style.
Handwriting (back of blue exercise book or print a sheet if you prefer). Please practise V, W, X, Y, A, N, M, K and Z. If possible see teachhandwriting.co.uk (Route D. Choice 3. Straight and slant line capital letters).

Maths KIRF: I can tell the time. I know days of the week, months of the year and seasons (back of green exercise book). Please continue to look at the previous KIRFs too, which were given in week 1. Please use the ideas and online links if possible. Well done, most of you have now tried the NUMBOT link. If you get the message: BROWSER NOT SUPPORTED, try using Chrome. Keep playing regularly to work through the different stages.
A hundred square was included to aid your counting or use the ruler as a number line or the cubes.

Following some feedback, it was suggested that English, Maths and Topic could be shown daily, rather than as a weekly block so this will be an option with the following layout. Please let me know your feedback. 

Also, I would appreciate your feedback on the maths tasks in week 2 (weight and capacity) because White Rose/BBC have now produced more units, so it would be useful to know what you thought of it. It is being discussed as a whole school approach, so your input would be useful.
