Please find enclosed details of this week’s work, which has been set for your child. I appreciate that these are uncertain times and that it is likely that some parents/carers will need to manage working from home as well as educating their children. 
Daily tasks include:-
Reading (school/home books). Please continue to record in the Record books. Also read other books together too. The class have enjoyed listening to me read a chapter a day.
Phonics/spelling (back of blue exercise book): daily look cover sheet for ear trigraph, practise the common exception words for this half term (see Youtube tricky word songs phase 3 and 4) and then a reading/writing/drawing activity to learn the trigraph. 
Maths KIRF: number bonds of 10 (back of green exercise book). I have also included previous KIRFs to revise and please use the ideas and online links if possible. Use the TTRS login, then click on the NUMBOT link. There is a hundred square to aid the counting in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s (in case you don’t have the laminated copy to hand).
English (link to Topic – front of blue exercise book):
Task 1: Medieval/Tudor menu. Information sheet included for ideas, but please research wider if possible. Write and illustrate (draw/cut out pictures).
Task 2: Windsor Castle Banquet invite. Who would they invite and why?
Task 3: Windsor Castle Banquet menu. Look at the Queen’s coronation menu for ideas. Write and illustrate.
Task 4: Windsor Castle Banquet instructions. Think of all the jobs that would need doing. Look at the picture of the big table for ideas.
Task 5: Member of the Royal Family (past or present). Who would they like to be and why.
Maths (length and height topic – front of green exercise book)
Task 1: Compare lengths and heights.
Task 2: Use non-standard units of measure. (10 cubes included).
Task 3: Solve practical problems of length and height.
Task 4: Use standard units of measure. (15cm ruler uncluded)
Task 5: Solve practical problems of length and height.

Weekly tasks include:-
Handwriting (back of blue exercise book). If possible see teachhandwriting.co.uk (Route D. Choice 3. Hooks, loops and lines continuous cursive writing).
Science - Everyday materials (answer sheets included).
Plant a sunflower seed (very kindly prepared by Benjamin and family).
DT/Art (link to topic): make and decorate a wooden 3D castle/palace. Finger puppets to complete if not in school on Thursday 19th, (use surplus strips of card for finger loop, if holes too small!) To be used in English next week. Please take a photo to include in the blue book/keep to bring into school.
ICT (see Purple Mash school login)
Link to maths: 2Dos - Longer or shorter. Tallest and shortest.
