Dear Robins Parents and Carers,
Please find enclosed details of this week’s work. I hope that you have coped with the first week of home learning. I can fully appreciate that these are uncertain times and that it is likely that some parents/carers will still need to manage working from home as well as educating children! 
Daily tasks include:-
Reading (school/home books). Please continue to record reading in the Record books and share other books together too. The class have enjoyed listening to me read a chapter a day. Also try the Ebook resources on the list provided last week or Amazon audio books are now available free.
Phonics/spelling (back of blue exercise book): daily look cover sheet for ure trigraph, practise the common exception words for this half term (see Youtube tricky word songs phase 3 and 4) and then a reading/writing/drawing activity to learn the trigraph. 
Maths KIRF: number bonds of 10 (back of green exercise book). Previous KIRFs were given last week to revise. Please use the ideas and online links if possible. Try to use the TTRS login, then click on the NUMBOT link. I hope this has been successful for you, but I appreciate it has been temperamental when I’ve tried it several times? A hundred square was included to aid the counting in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s (in case you don’t have the laminated copy to hand).
English (link to Topic and R.E. – front of blue exercise book):
Task 1 and 2: Story based on your castle and finger puppets made last week. Hopefully you’ve enjoyed decorating the wooden castle and making the finger puppets (if not already done in school). Encourage your child to give the characters names and describe them. Then ask your child to create a story with the castle as the main setting. If possible, take photos or video them telling the story and then support them in writing it. Remind them of the features of a traditional story…Once upon a time, then the build up of a problem, then a resolution and hopefully a happy ending! 
Task 3: R.E. Our key question this half term is ‘Why was Jesus welcomed like a king or celebrity by the crowds on Palm Sunday?’. Please remind the children of the Mary and Martha, Zaccheus and Calming of the storm stories read last half term. If possible, look at the Palm Sunday powerpoint. Focus on Slide 7 and ask the children to draw Jesus in their books with a speech bubble of what he says.
Task 4: R.E. Focus on Slide 8 of the Palm Sunday powerpoint. If possible cut out the palm leaves and donkey on the Palm Sunday activity sheets or draw from Slide 13 of the powerpoint. Add pegs and make a 3D donkey. Act out the arrival of Jesus and the waving of palm leaves. Write some words relating to Palm Sunday on the Palm leaves. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Task 5: R.E. Focus on the questions on Slide 11 of the Palm Sunday powerpoint (How did Jesus arrive in Jerusalem? What did the people do when they saw him? Who wasn’t happy to see Jesus? Why didn’t they like Jesus? Write at least one sentence in the blue books to answer each of these four questions. Find out about the rest of Holy Week. You might have a Palm cross to look at (given at Church last year) or make one out of paper.

Maths (weight and capacity topic – front of green exercise book). See https://whiterosemaths.com/homelearning/year-1/ for videos if you have access. Although it is published for home learning, there is reference to the classroom and partners! Hopefully you have created a working area at home and can ask a family member for support.
Task 1: Introduce weight and mass. If you do not have scales at home, estimate with the 10 cubes given last week.
Task 2: Measure mass. With an adult, look at food labels and record their weight.
Task 3: Compare mass. With an adult, look at food labels and compare their weights.
Task 4: Introduce capacity and volume. With an adult, look at drink or bottle labels and record their volume.
Task 5: Measure capacity. With an adult, compare the volume of different bottles.

Weekly tasks include:-
Handwriting (back of blue exercise book). If possible see teachhandwriting.co.uk (Route D. Choice 3. Straight line capital letters). It’s best to do a bit each day. 

Science/Geography – Weather Diary. Keep a diary (like the example below) of the weather for the week. Draw symbols and write words.
