Make it Fun! 
Call out! Use a puppet or favourite teddy to count to 10, making a mistake. Can the child spot the mistake and explain what is wrong before counting along correctly with you. 
[image: ]What’s hidden? Play bunny ears! Adult to hold up 4 fingers to make ‘ears’. Child makes ears with 6 fingers (bonds to 10). 
[image: ]Playing cards Remove picture cards from the pack. Ace becomes 1. Hold up a card and child replies with the number needed to equal 10.
