This week we continued our learning journey along our Jolly Postman story map.  We reached the Gingerbread cottage and opened a letter from Hobgoblin Supplies to the wicked witch.  We learnt about how products are sold and looked at persuasive language.  The children then designed some amazing broom sticks for the wicked witch.  The next day we wrote a formal letter back to Hobgoblin Supplies as the wicked witch and ordered some products for her.  Finally, the children received a letter back from Hobgoblin Supplies telling them how wonderful their broomstick designs were and would they design some other products for the other fairy tale characters.  The classroom became a design studio and the children designed and presented their fairy tale products to the rest of the class.  I was very impressed with the creative and imaginative ideas that the children had.  
In maths we have been concentrating on learning about number bonds.  In phonics we are revisiting our phase 3 digraphs and graphemes. As well as making sure we are now able to apply our phase four spellings.  The children have all started to improve in their reading and writing.  Thank you for the work you are doing at home with them.  It was anti-bullying week this week.  The classroom was transformed into a no bullying zone and we spent the afternoon discussing what bullying is.  The children produced some lovely work around anti-bullying.  We have now introduced a kindness bucket in the classroom and every Friday the children need to share and tell each other how they have been a bucket filler.  
Next week we will be visiting the giants house in Jack and the Beanstalk.  We will also be planning, designing and creating story boxes of all the fairy tale houses in the Jolly Postman.
