To use a thesaurus to find synonyms for words in the text ‘Stone Age Boy’ and to use them in sentences.
Input
Reread ‘Stone Age Boy’. Ask child what the time setting of the story is and to recall what some of the different place settings in the story are.  Look at the illustration on Slide 11 and ask the child to describe this setting to each other.  Focus on their choices of adjectives and demonstrate how to use a thesaurus to find alternative words.
Main Activity
[bookmark: _GoBack]Look at ‘Thesaurus Challenge’.  Model using a thesaurus (online if you don’t have one!) to find alternative words for the first word ‘brown’. Discuss briefly why it would be boring to use the same word to describe everything in the setting. 
Work on the rest of ‘Thesaurus Challenge’ sheet and child find alternatives (synonyms) for as many of the words as possible. 
Write sentences to describe a setting from the story, using the new words found.
