What is poetry?

To make ambitious word choices.

Think:  What is a poem?  What poems do you know?  What poems do you like?  What things do you notice about poems that makes them different from how stories are written?

Activity: Find a leaf and stick it in the middle of a plain piece of paper.  Write down as many words as you can think of around the leaf (make your words as interesting and exciting as possible).  When choosing words, you should think about your senses: how does the leaf feel, how does the leaf sound when you touch it, how does the leaf look and how does the leaf smell?  If you feel confident to include alliteration* or similes**, then please include these too.

*Alliteration – a series of listed words starting with the same sound e.g. soft, squishy, smooth
