To make ambitious word choices.  To use simple structure of text types.

Think:  Can you add any more adjectives to the ones you’ve already come up with?  Could you use a thesaurus to improve any of your adjective choices?  If you don’t have a thesaurus at home, try this link:

Activity: Using the ideas you have already come up with, you now need to turn your ideas into a poem.  This poem is going to be built-up line-by-line.  The first line should be just one word and each line should get longer than the previous one.  When you’ve written about four or five lines you should then start making each line shorter than the previous one.  This is my example:
Leaf
Brown
Dark, mottled
Veins like wrinkles
Running across the paper-thin surface.
As rough as sandpaper
Lumpy and bumpy
Crinkle, crunch
Musty.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Take your time and make sure that each word is chosen with real care and thought.  Your words should paint a picture.  Remember to start each line with a capital letter.  Poems are not written in full sentences.
