To proofread work to check for errors and make improvements.
To use spacing between words that reflects the size of the letters and to form letters of the correct size relative to one another.

Think: Read what you’ve written so far out loud.  Check any words that you’re unsure of in the dictionary and make spelling corrections if needed.

Activity:  Write up your poem in your best joined, handwriting on a plain piece of paper.  To keep the writing straight try putting a lined piece of paper behind the plain one so that you can see the lines through it to write on.
When you have completed it I would like you to lightly draw your own poppy field on the sheet.  Use coloured pencils – it could look something like this.
