What is an adverbial? Work through Slides 1-8 of the presentation. Explain that we will be looking at adverbials of time and place.
Display list of fronted adverbials that are relevant to (but not used in) Stone Age Boy and remind children that if they are placed at the beginning of a sentence, they are called fronted adverbials.
Decide which adverbials are adverbials of time and which are adverbials of place.

Main Activity
Children to imagine that they are Stone Age Boy.  Recap on some of the activities discussed in yesterday’s work.

In the second column of the sheet, write down which activities or adventures that Stone Age Boy might do.  In the first column, add the fronted adverbial they could use to add description and detail.
For example: ‘Under the starlit sky, I slept on my animal skin.’
