What is poetry? – Lesson 3

To proofread work to check for errors and make improvements.
To use spacing between words that reflects the size of the letters and to form letters of the correct size relative to one another.

Think: Read over your poem so far.  Read it out loud.  How does it sound?  Where are you pausing?  

Activity: Proof read your work.  Make sure your punctuation is in place.  Ask yourself these questions:
· Does each line start with a capital letter?
· Have I used commas and full stops where I want to pause (these are up to you in poetry – there are no rules)?
· If I have listed two or more adjectives in a row have I put a comma between the adjectives? e.g. dark, blue sea
· Have I checked my spellings?  Use a dictionary to check that you’ve spelt any words you’re unsure of correctly.  Use an online dictionary if you don’t have one at home: https://www.dictionary.com/

[bookmark: _GoBack]Using the print out of the maple leaf you should write out your completed poem on to the sheet (with all the corrections) in your neatest, clearest handwriting.  If you aren’t able to print out the maple leaf, then draw one on an A4 sheet of paper and write your poem inside it.  When it is finished you should cut out your leaf and you may colour it in using coloured pencils – make sure you can still clearly see your writing.  Remember to bring your poem into class when you are back in school!
