RE ‘Growing Together Session’ – Nature Ramble – Wednesday 27th November 2019
The next ‘Growing Together’ session for Kingfisher Class will take place on Wednesday 27th November 2019. The session will be led by Dr George McGavin.
Kingfisher Class will be beginning the session on Wednesday morning in our Forest School where Dr McGavin will be talking about animal hibernation and migration and the changes that happen outdoors as we move into autumn. We will also be having a cup of autumn vegetable soup heated over the campfire to provide some fortitude for the ramble! Please can you ensure that your child comes to school dressed ready for a Forest School session. They will need to wear their school tracksuit bottoms/leggings, top and hoodie. In the letter we would like the children to share what they have learnt, what they enjoyed and something about how this project might have led to some positive changes to family life.
