During the book, Max sailed away to the land where the Wild Things live. Now that Max knows where to find this species of animal – the only place in the world where they live, what might happen to them?
Their habitat exists as part of a larger environment. If there are changed to the environment in which they live, how might they affect (positively and negatively) the animals that live there?
