	Science - Rock Detective!

	P.E. - The 'Minute-to-Win-It' Challenge Log!
Choose three easy exercises (e.g., star jumps, running on the spot, or sit-ups). Complete each exercise for exactly one minute. On a sheet of paper, record the number of repetitions you completed for each exercise. Repeat this task three times over the week and note your highest score for each.
	English – A Day in the Life!
Write a diary entry (with date) from the perspective of your favourite pet or toy. What did they see, feel and think about during their day? Remember to use first-person language (I, my, me) and try to include descriptive adjectives.


	French – Bonjour!

	History – Stone Age Chef!
