Include: Dialogue that shows the impact of the choice on others. A clear moment where the character thinks about their decision. A positive outcome from the better choice.

Create a detailed fact file or information sheet answering the question: How significant was it that Mary was Jesus' mother?

Include: A definition of the word 'significant' in this context. 3-4 key reasons why her role was important (e.g., for the birth of Jesus, her faith). * A quote from a religious text (if possible) or a key belief about Mary.

Choose a recent or memorable sports match (real or imagined) and write a lively, exciting match report for a newspaper. 
Include:  An eye-catching headline. The final score and key players. A focus on the action using strong, ambitious verbs. An evaluation of the team's tactics or performance.

Choose an artist whose work you are studying and design a fun, colourful collector's fact card about them. Include: The artist's name and self-portrait (drawing or image). 
The title of their most famous artwork. 3 facts about their life or artistic style. A comment on what makes their art special.
