	History

Include: a list of the ingredients used, a photo or detailed drawing of your meal and a short paragraph on whether you think people were healthier then or now.

	Science 
Explore Evolution and Inheritance by creating a brand-new creature that has adapted to live in an extreme environment (e.g., a volcanic island or an underwater city). Include: a detailed drawing of your creature, labels showing specific inherited traits and adaptations and an explanation of how these traits help it survive and reproduce.

	Spanish

Include: your name, age, and birthday written in full Spanish sentences, the current date and your favourite season in Spanish and illustrations that represent your hobbies or personality.

Use a 3-D modelling tool (like Tinkercad) or draw a "blueprint" to design a helpful gadget for the classroom of the future. Include: a screenshot or sketch of your design from three different angles (top, side, and front), a list of the geometric shapes you used to build the model and a brief description of what your gadget does.

Imagine it is September 1939. Write a formal letter from the Home Office to a parent in London, explaining the necessity of the "Operation Pied Piper" evacuation. Include: formal language and layout (addresses and date), a list of essential items the child must pack in their suitcase and a persuasive but reassuring tone regarding the child’s safety
