Homework Grid – Year 3 Nightingale Class – Spring 1
Choose one activity each week until the end of term! Bring your work in each Monday!
	Science: Soil Detective!
Collect a small sample of soil from your garden, park or plant pot. Put it in a clear jar, add water, shake it and leave it to settle.
Then draw and label the layers (stones, sand, silt, clay) in a poster, perhaps with a photo of the jar.


	Music: Music tells a story!
Choose a short story or event (e.g. a storm, journey, playground).
Then draw an illustrated comic-style strip and label:
· Sounds you would hear
· Instruments or body sounds that could make those sounds
	Geography: Hurricane in a Bottle!
Using two bottles taped together (or one bottle if easier), create a swirling vortex with water and glitter.
Then design an illustrated information page explaining:
· What a hurricane is
· Where they happen
· Why they are dangerous

	Languages: Fruit Frenzy!
Choose any language (but NOT French or Spanish) (e.g., German, Italian, Polish).
Create a fan, flip book or poster with:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]10 Fruit pictures
· The name of each fruit in English
· The name of each fruit in the chosen language.

	Art: One Object – Four Ways!
Children draw one simple object (eg. leaf, toy, shoe) four times: 
· Light lines
· Dark lines
· Shading
· Texture Patterns
I’d like to see neat, boxed drawings (USE A RULER!!) and labels for each skill as above.
	Maths: Arrays around my home!

Find objects at home (Lego, buttons, grapes, toys) and arrange them into 3 separate neat, regular arrays.
Then record:
· The arrays (drawing or photo)
· The multiplications
· The related divisions
Example:
3 rows of 4 = 12
12 ÷ 3 = 4
