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Growing Together Project Competition!

The project should be a substantial piece of work done over your time at home.

We would like you to give your imagination free rein to decide what you would like to do. However, here are some examples of what Dr McGavin might like to see:

· Any biological or environmental topic allowed!

· Perhaps a survey of your garden or wild patch where you give the names of everything you find.

· An experiment, where you might compare the growth of plants grown under different conditions.

· A study of a specific habitat, such as pond, garden, woodland, dead wood.

· A detailed study of a single species - earthworm, slug, woodlouse etc.

· A study of the interactions between a species of plant and the insect that visit it.

· A study of decomposition

· Fence off a 1x1 metre piece of lawn and leave it to grow - what happens?

You should hone your observational and descriptive skills - the best projects, however, pose a question and set up an experiment to seek answers.


Dr McGavin is very specific when he asks that this work should please be done with as little parental assistance as possible!
Once again, this needs to be a substantial piece of work, presented how you wish, perhaps in a ring-binder, with drawings, models and written work. Dr McGavin will be looking for much more than just a poster or one sheet of writing.  All entries will be judged as soon as possible after our return to school.
