🍊 Literacy Activities
1. Fruit Describing Game
Children choose a piece of fruit and describe it using their senses:

What does it look like?

How does it feel?

What does it smell like?

Parents write down the child’s words to build vocabulary.

2. Retell the Story With Toys
Use soft toys, Lego figures or drawings to act out the story.
Encourage children to use sequencing language: first, next, then, finally.

3. Make a New Version of the Story
Children choose:

A different character (e.g., “Lily’s Surprise”)

A new setting (the park, the garden)

New animals and fruits
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
