[bookmark: _GoBack]Place Value to 20 – Home Learning Grid – Once you feel your child has mastered numbers to 20 have a go with numbers to 50 and even 100! 
1. Build It With Lego
Make numbers 1–20 using Lego bricks: tens tower + ones bricks.

2. Bead Strings
Thread 10 beads of one colour and up to 9 of another. Make numbers and say “1 ten and X ones”.

3. Number Hunt
Hide number cards 1–20. When found, sort into “teen numbers” and “not teen numbers”.

4. Tens & Ones Snack Maths
Use breadsticks as tens and raisins as ones to build numbers.

5. Roll & Make
Roll two dice. Add them. Represent the total using tens and ones.

6. Place Value Drawings
Draw sticks for tens and dots for ones for numbers 11–20.

7. Teen Number Towers
Build towers for 11–20 using 10‑cube rods + loose cubes.

8. Washing Line Numbers
Peg numbers 1–20 on a string. Remove one—can they spot the missing number?

9. Make a Teen Number Poster
Choose a teen number and show it in four ways: numeral, word, tens/ones, picture.

10. Place Value Bingo
Write numbers 1–20 on a grid. Adult calls “1 ten and 4 ones”—child covers 14.

11. Tens & Ones Sorting Tray
Label two bowls “tens” and “ones”. Sort objects into the correct bowl to make numbers.

12. Build a Number Robot
Draw a robot with a tens body and ones buttons. Change the number by changing the buttons.

13. Number Line Jumps
Use a chalk number line. Jump 10, then jump the ones.

14. Domino Teens
Pick a domino. Add 10 to the total. Represent the new number with tens/ones.

15. Place Value Puzzles
Cut numbers 11–20 into two pieces: tens on one side, ones on the other. Mix and match.

16. Tens & Ones Shop
Price items between 11–20p. Pay using a “10p” coin and 1p coins.

17. Make a Teen Number Book
Each page shows a number: “17 = 1 ten and 7 ones”.

18. Snap! Tens & Ones
Make cards showing tens/ones pictures and cards with numerals. Play snap with matching pairs.

19. Build the Biggest
Pick two number cards. Represent each with tens/ones. Which is bigger?

20. Mystery Bag
Put 10 of one object and up to 9 of another in a bag. Child pulls them out and names the number
